Okay this is a big file, the parser core is around 7000 lines, then it is followed by the progressive parser top 
routines, then the various high level APIs to call the parser and a few miscellaneous functions. A number 
of helper functions and deprecated ones have been moved to parserInternals.c to reduce this file size. As 
much as possible the functions are associated with their relative production in the XML specification. A 
few productions defining the different ranges of character are actually implanted either in 
parserInternals.h or parserInternals.c The DOM tree build is realized from the default SAX callbacks in the 
module SAX.c.
